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The Uacana Movement of the 122 century
Karnataka is one such Bhakti movement.
Scholars in the modern period have generally
agreed that it was self-consciously anti-brahmin
and anti-caste, led by Basava in the name of
low-caste. Such stories which are part of common
parlance by now are deeply problematic and they
are historically ungrounded. Modern theories
about Indian culture are based on such stories.
This can be shown by scrutinising those theories
historically.
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
