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There was a time when historians were 

fascinated with dates.

Looking out of the window of a train 

you may ask yourself—when were railways 

built and how did people travel long distances 

before the age of railways ? By reading the 

newspaper in the morning you may be curious 

to know how people got to hear about things 

before newspaper began to be printed.
