In Chhattisgarh, Election Commission has 

made all arrangements to ensure free, fair 

and peaceful polling in first phase of 

assembly election tomorrow. 72 

constituencies spread over 19 districts are 

going to poll in this phase. Voting will 

begin at 8 a.m. and will continue till 5 p.m. 

About 600 companies of Para-military 

forces have been deployed. 1079 

candidates, including 119 women, are 

testing their electoral fortunes. About 

19,300 polling stations have been set up in 

these 72 constituencies. The Election 

Commission has set up 118 ‘Sangwari’ 

polling booths in various constituencies to 

encourage women to exercise their 

franchise. Flying squads have been 

keeping a close watch on illegal 

consignment of liqour etc. meant to 

influence the polls. 

India was a direct colony of the British and 

the impact of this colonial rule over the 

economy, society and polity of India has 

been quite deep.

In the US, the deadliest wildfire in 

California’s history has claimed at least 63 

lives and left more than 600 people 

missing, as fire-fighters gained ground in 

containing and suppressing the flames.

Nearly 12,000 structures, including at 

least 9,700 homes, have been destroyed. 

The blaze forced the evacuation of some 

52,000 people who are staying in shelters. 

Schools across the San Francisco Bay Area 

were closed yesterday as winds carried 

smoke from the wildfires. San Francisco 

International Airport said, nearly 200 

flights have been delayed because of low 

visibility and smoke. 

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has 

decided to set up a high-powered 

committee to examine issues related to 

surplus capital of 9.69 lakh crore rupees 

with the central bank and advised it to 

consider a scheme for restructuring 

stressed assets in the Micro, Small and 
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Medium Enterprises. At a meeting of the 

Board in Mumbai last evening, it was also 

decided that the Committee would examine 

the issues concerning the banks health 

under the Prompt Corrective Action 

framework of the RBI. On the capital 

framework issue, the RBI will form an 

expert panel to study, if RBI has surplus 

reserves and whether the same should be 

transferred to the government. 
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
