The introduction must offer your brief interpretation of
the question and how you propose to develop it. The conclusion must summarise
your response to the question.

Make sure that your answer:

(a) is logical and coherent;
(b) has clear connections between sentences and paragraphs;
(c) is written correctly giving adequate consideration to your expression,

style andpresentation;
(d) does not exceed the number of words indicated in your question.

3. Presentation: Once you are satisfied with your answers, you can write down the
final version for submission, writing each answer neatly and underline the points
you wishto emphasize.

Note: Remember the submission of assignment is a precondition for appearing in the
examination. If you do not submit the assignment on time, you will not be allowed to
appear in the examination.
