This Assignment booklet has TMAs for the core course BPSC 105 Introduction to
Comparative Government and Politics, which is a course on offer in the second year of the
programme.

These questions are meant to
improve your skill of recall the relevant/precise information about persons, writing, events,
and or clear understanding of concepts and processes.

It is important that you write the answers to all the TMA questions in your
own words. Your answers should be within the approximate range of the word-limit set for a
particular section. Remember, writing answers to assignment questions will improve your
writing skills and prepare you for the term-end examination.
