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Most people have heard about AIDS, caused by
the HIV virus, but some don't realize how exactly
it is transferred. The HIV virus destroys the
human defence system. This is like the army
inside your body. HIV destroys the immune
system so that any number of diseases can infest
the body and gradually, over about seven years,
the body disintegrates. Viruses, fungi and parasites
may affect nearly every system. Other common
consequences are : prolonged fevers, various viral
induced cancers, meningitis in brain, TB in lungs
etc. The most common initial conditions that alert
to the presence of AIDS are pneumocystis
pneumonia.
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
