Childhood obesity is reaching alarming 
proportions with India reporting around 22% 
prevalence rate over the last 5 years in children 

and adolescents Cr- 7() aged between 5-19 years. 
'Marketing of unhealthy food and non-alcoholic 
beverages' has been identified as a major cause of 
obesity in children in developing world. This has 
also been endorsed by a new report issued by the 

World Health Organisation ("rd 44 1•31). 

The obesity among children and adolescents 
causes rise of adult distress in youth; like high 
blood pressure, type 2 diabetes ( 1414) and heart 
disease. The report also highlights the effect of 

obesity ( 1:11T191) on a childes immediate health, 
educational attainments and quality of life. 
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It is important to address the problem at 
school level; say experts. Obesity, if remained 
untreated, can lead to disease burden into 
adulthood which can result in serious 
implications. In poor countries the children of 
rich families are more likely to be obese, where an 
overweight child is often considered to be healthy. 
The report recommends promoting intake of 
healthy food, physical activity and more social 
interaction. After all a child is our most precious 
attainment; hence parents have to play an 
important role in healthy eating habit formation.
