In Gujarati, 

Govardhan Tripathi wrote Saraswati Chandra 

which describes India under the British rule 

and is considered a classic. In Telugu, the 

work of Kandukuri Veeresalingam influences 

literature even today. Subramania Bharati is 

remembered for his patriotic poems in Tamil.
