Now is the time to
make real the promises of democracy. Now is the
time to rise from the dark and desolute valley of
segregation to the sunlit path of racial justice. Now is
the time to lift our nation from the quicksands of
racial injustice to the solid rock of brotherhood. Now
is the time to make justice a reality for all of God’'s
children.

It would be fatal for the nation to over-look the
urgency of the moment. This sweltering summer of
the Negro's legitimate discontent will not pass until
there is an invigorating autumn of freedom and
equality....... . The whirlwinds of revolt will continue to
shake the foundations of our nation until the bright
day of' justice emerges. In the process of gaining our
rightful place, we must not be guilty of wrongtul
deeds. Let us not seek to satisfy our thirst for
freedom by drinking from the cup of bitterness and
hatred. We must forever conduct our struggle on the
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high plane of dignity and discipline. We must not
allow our creative protest to degenerate into physical
violence.
