The contents of Content Division, however, should be as per the description 

given below : 

(a) The Home page (first page) should display a table showing available test 
cars (at least two such records). It should also have a welcome message. 	6 
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(b) The "Drive" page (second page) should contain a driver information form as 
under : 	 9 
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Please note that the form contains a SUBMIT button. 

(c) Create an external CSS file that should format various divisions such that 

the web pages are displayed as per the format shown in Figure 1. 	 10 

(d) Write a jsp program that is activated/run when the SUBMIT button on the 

"Driver Information" form is pressed. This program creates a third page 

which displays the information entered by you in the said form. This 

information should be displayed in the Content Division of the third page. 	15 
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
