The Madras Crocodile
Bank Trust and Centre for

Herpetology (¥4 f&@), located on the East Coast

Road, will receive the new reptiles (e Sita)

“by end of September or beginning October”, its
Director, said. “We will send (to the Czech Zoo)
some gharials and some other crocs for them to

promote gharial conservation there”.
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The crocodile bank also has regular feeding
sessions every Sunday at 11.30 am, 12.30 pm,
4 pm and 5 pm to encourage visitors to develop
interest and share knowledge about these reptiles.

These species will be an addition to MCBT’s
collection 14 of the total 23 crocodile species living
across the world including salt water crocodile,
gharials, American Alligator, Nile Crocodile and
several others. It is the only bank in India to house

the maximum number of crocodile species.

CHOICE OF SUBJECTS

One of the most frequently asked questions
is the choice of subjects. The choice of subject
should not only be in regards to your interests but
also with regards to the study material available.
It has been found that even science and
engineering students take up subjects like History,
Sociology, Anthropology, Geography, Political
Science, Psychology and Public Administration
because there is a huge amount of study material
available, which covers the entire syllabus.

Many students, particularly those with a
professional degree in science, tend to ignore the
preparation of General Studies and concentrate

mainly on their optional subjects. This attitude is
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more like a bad gamble because you are not aware
about the level of preparation of other aspirants.
Economics (for the science background aspirants),
Science and Technology (for the social science
background aspirants) and Statistical Analysis are
the only three areas that can pose problems in

scoring.
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
