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Whereas reason and logic have an

important place in Tagore’s scheme of things, the
inner strength and the belief in one’s own self and

an intuitive knowledge (¥&sl ) are of equal
importance. Tagore had once said : “A mind all
logic is like a knife all blade. It makes the hand
bleed that uses it.” How true it is in the context
of creating a space for finer elements in one’s life
as well as in one’s learning processes. Creative
writing, meaningful performances, imaginative
art, and soulful music have a major role to play
in shaping the human mind as much as tools,

technology and tangible (319, dr&afa®)
instruments such as earthly riches.
