Adolescence is a period of rapid change and 

adjustments. Social behaviour pattern of the 

adolescence reaches its peak during this 

period and the individuals are in a mood to 

sacrifice their own interest for the greater 

cause of group, society and nation. The 

adolescents tend to choose friends of their 

own age, mental level and from the same 

socio-economic group to which they belong. 

Common interests, hobbies and skill for the 

satisfaction of their needs forms the basis of 

their friendship.

(ii) The Delhi Development Authority has 

issued guidelines for its neighbourhood 

parks to ensure their uniform maintenance 

and development standards. The new 

guidelines also come with a measure of 

public participation in park development 

and maintenance as feedback from park 
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users will be invited before undertaking 
works on park premises. 

The DDA in a statement said the 
parks will be developed strictly as per 
drawings and that the boundary walls and 
gates would have a uniform design. Parks 
will have toilet blocks as per the 
requirement. The location of toilets would 
be decided by the Landscape Unit of the 
DDA in consultation with park users of the 
area. 

The new guidelines also provide for 
rain shelters, water supply for irrigation 
purposes preferably through the treated 
sewage of Delhi Jal Board, and steel wire 

mesh (" -1) to segregate play areas for 

children so that other park users are not 
disturbed and inconvenienced. 

Lighting arrangements, walkways, 
water harvesting, and drinking water 
facilities have also been envisaged. 

The guidelines also propose grass 
cover for parks, besides adequate number 
of benches and dustbins. Henceforth, the 
parks will have a display board with its 
name, and the names of staff including 
watchmen besides those deployed for 
maintenance. 
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(iii) Despite erratic Monsoon in some regions, 
the country is set to produce record grain 
this year. Releasing the data on First 
Advance Estimates of production, the 
Ministry of Agriculture on Wednesday said 
that the total foodgrain production is likely 
to be 123.38 million tonnes (MT) as 
compared to 120.20 MT in 2010 - 11 (fourth 
advance estimates), an increase of about 
3.68 MT. 

Rice production in the kharif season 
is likely to be 87.10 MT as compared to 80.65 
MT in 2010 - 11. Cotton production is 
estimated to be 36.10 million bales as against 
33.43 million bales last season while 
sugarcane production is estimated to be 
342.20 MT as against 339.17 million tonnes 
in 2010 - 11. 

However, there is a decline in pulses 
due to lower market prices last year and also 
erratic Monsoon in some regions as pulses 
are sown more in rain-fed areas. 

Production of kharif pulses is expected 
to be 6.43 MT as against 7.12 MT. Oilseeds 
production in the kharif season is likely to 
be 20.89 MT as against 20.85 MT last season. 
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(iv) Hockey, the National Game, is the perfect 

embodiment of how poor management is 
destroying Indian sports. Once the 

dominant world power in the game, Indian 
hockey has been on the decline since the late 
1970s and the side is not even among the 
top teams at present. 

The International Hockey Federation's 
(FIH) decision to move the Champions 

Trophy out of India and Hockey Indian (HI) 

offer of paltry ( -141uq ) amount as reward to 

the national team for winning the inaugural 

Asian Champions Trophy have highlighted 
the mess. 

The federation announced Z. 25,000 

to each player for achieving the historic 
milestone. The meagre reward caused 

outrage among players and after they 

rejected it, HI requested the Sports Ministry 
to step in. 

However, the question this entire 
episode raises is why the authorities decided 

to offer a suitable amount as reward to the 
players only after the uproar. If the players 
are being given Z. 1.5 lakh now, they could 

have been awarded the same earlier. 

Indian hockey captain Rajpal Singh -
livid over the entire episode - asserted that 

a reward of just Z. 25,000 is far less that what 
the players deserve.
