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English education was introduced in India
in 1835 to assist the Colonial Government in
maintaining law and order and to facilitate
effective collection of taxes. The English educated
Indians were first introduced into the lower
bureaucracy to be interpreters between the
English and the natives. Gradually over the
years the well educated Indians occupied higher
positions mostly in academics, administration
and judiciary. However the English were careful
not to introduce the Indians to trade, which was
the main purpose of their colonization. From the
- latter half of the 19*2 century the Indian children
~ were admitted into English medium schools,
colleges, to enable them to get better placements.
Some feel that English unified the Indian
sub-continent. Some others opined that English
education enhanced intellectual slavery.
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
