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If the people who are elected are capable
and men of character and integrity, they would
be able to make the best, even of a defective
Constitution. If they are lacking in these, the
Constitution cannot help the country. After all, a

~ Constitution, like a machine, is a lifeless thing.
It acquires life because of men who control it and
operate it, and India today needs nothing more
than a set of honest men who will have the
interest of the country before them. There is a
fissiparous (f4W9®) tendency arising out of
various elements in our life. We have communal
differences, caste differences, language
differences, provincial differences and so forth. It
requires men of strong character, men of vision
who will not sacrifice the interest of the country
at large for the sake of the smaller groups and
areas and who will risé over prejudices which

are born of these differences.
