This was due
to the violence at the Chauri-Chaura incident.
Consequently, many became upset at this
decision. However, Gandhi was relentless in his
philosophy of Ahimsa. Secularism 1is yet
another contribution of Gandhi. His belief was
that no religion should have a monopoly on the
truth. Mahatma Gandhi certainly encouraged

friendship between different religions.
