Happy is the man who acquires the habit
of reading when he is young. He has
secured as life-long source of pleasure,
Instruction and inspiration. So long as he
has his beloved books, he need never feel

lonely. He always has a pleasant
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occupation of leisure moments, so that he
need never feel bored.
