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Among those.who are to be revered, the Vedas
give the pride of place to one's mother. Even the
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father and teacher who are responsible for
imparting knowledge come only next. The reason
for this is not far to seek. A mother's love for her
children is selfless and in fact, it is her children's
well being that she places above all her concerns
and she considers no sacrifice great for the sake of
her children. It is not possible to recompense a
mother's love in any manner, and the scriptures
have stressed that every individual has to
discharge his debt to his mother in always
possible.
