(a) With the rapid expansion of the
industrial sector, the issue regarding
pollution control is gaining national
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(b)
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importance. A number of legislative /
regulatory measures have been adopted by
the Central and State Governments.
However, the results achieved so far have
not been encouraging. While the regulatory
measures try to bring pressure on the
industries and their promotors/
managements, the stakeholders in these
industrial viz. the bankers, shareholders,
customers, general public etc. also need to
be properly educated on this aspect, so that
they would also exert the required pressure
on the concerned industries. Since
commercial banks and financial institutions
are major stakeholders in most of the
industrial projects, it is necessary that their
officers are made aware of the pollution
hazards and preventive measures which
can be adopted by the industries.

A coal based thermal power plant
pollutes the atmosphere by gaseous
emmisions (IeFSA) of sulphur dioxide,
nitrogen oxide etc. causing acid rain, which
is known to damage soil, vegetation and
aquatic life of the region and also produces
a tremendous amount of solid wastes, fly
ashand bottom ash. A super thermal power
plant using even normal or low sulphur coal
will emit about 100 tonnes of sulphur



' dioxide a day. The acidic gases of course
can be effectively neutraiised in a scrubber
using lime but the lime sludge generated is
two tonnes for every two tonnes of coal
burnt. This again poses disposal problems
and has not been found economical.

Fortunately, except the tertiary coal of
Assam, Indian Coal is reasonably low in
sulphur (average 0.5 percent). Sulphur in
coal is undesirable because it produces
surphur dioxide gas (with consequent acid
rain) and corrodes plant and machinery.

() The Delhi High Court today said, the
higher judiciary is not less accountable an-
different from their counter parts of the
lower court level on the issue of the
declaration of assets. A three - judge bench
headed by Chief Justice A.P. Shah said, the
higher the judge is placed in the judicial
hierarchy, the greater is the standard of
accountability. The bench, in a major
verdict, held that the Chief Justice of India’s
office did fall within the ambit of the RTI
(= =1 TR AffEIT) Act. It said that
the onus to disclose assets is greater on the
part of the Supreme Court and High Court
Judges. The Court said, if declaration of
assets by a subordinate judicial officer is seen
as essential to enforce accountability at that
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level, then the need for such declaration by
judges of the constitutional courts is even
greater. The bench said that the lower court
judges have been declaring their assets for
quite some time in accordance with the rules
governing their service.
