Through an RTI to MCD, by Prakash, 

whose cow was taken away on grounds that it 

was a stray animal, it emerged that out of the 

49,874 cows picked up in the last three years, 

46,478 have died. 
Chief Metropolitan Magistrate Vinod Yadav 

expressed concern, saying, "The figures are 

shocking. We cannot leave the animals to die like 

this. Authorities should take note of the figures 

and take appropriate action against the ones 

responsible for this sorry state of affairs as this 

court cannot do the same." 
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'World population to hit 7 billion by October-

end'

The world's population will hit seven billion by 

the end of October, with five babies being born 

every second, experts have predicted. 

A little over a decade ago, the world's 

population stood at six billion. But, with five babies 

being born every second, 78 million people are 

added to the global community each year. By the 

end of October, it will reach seven billion, the Daily 

Mail reported. 
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The population was three billion in 1960 and 

six billion as recently as 1999. And, according to 

the United Nations, the next landmark statistic 

will be eight billion in 2025. 

Much of the dramatic increase can be 

accounted for by the world's poorest nations, 

which are expected to double their numbers over 

the next decade. "With the population still 

growing by about 80 million each year, it's hard 

not to be alarmed," said Robert Kunzing, author 

of an article entitled '7 Billion' in the National 

Geographic magazine. 

"Right now on Earth, water tables are 

falling, soil is eroding, glaciers are melting, and 

fish stocks are vanishing. Close to a billion people 

go hungry each day", he added. 
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
