However, after this successful experiment,
now we hope that we can increase the bird
population here by double clutching ard
artificial incubation and raring of chicks’
method”, said the principal scientist of
Bombay Natural tHistory Society (BNHS).

e added that eggs hatched from
three different pans of birds, in the month
of Februarv - March this year, successfully
fledged in the month of July. Now these
birds are seven months old.

This double ciutching and artificial
incubation and raring of chicks” method ic
niot an easy task. We have to take care ot
accurate temperature with required
humidity, favourable environment and
correct food in exact amount during this
process. Most important thing is timing; we
had to keep a close watch on at every
moment of vultures.

Among the land animals, the biggest animal
is the elephant. It is found only in African
and South Asian countries. There is very
old relationship between the man and
elephant. Basically it is a wild, vagetarian
mammal. In ancient Indian literature this
forest - based very heavy animal has been
called by such numerous names as Gaj, Nag,
Kunjar, Danti, Gajendra, Hasti, Keri etc.
The elephants live near water bodies and
rivers surrounded by the thick forests.
Elephant loves water deeply with all its



hugeness and powerfulness, the elephant
is without a voilent tendency. African
elephants are bigger than those of India :
their ears are bigger and the trunk has two
lips whereas Indian elephants have smaller
ears and their trunk has got one lip. The
male elephant is the leader of the group but
it accepts the subordination of the female
elephant. Among the Asian Countries,
India has the biggest number of elephants.

(") The vagaries of monsoons this year, like in
the past, have brought about immense
miseries to millions of Indians, with floods
wreaking havoc in many parts of the
country. However, the authorities
concerned continue to deal with such
calamities in a routine manner, treating
them as crises to be ‘managed’ and not as
disasters to be ‘mitigated’. They seem to be
content only in taking ad lioc measures, such
as doling out some relief funds to the needy
and executing few minor schemes to divert
the attention of the suffering public.

The problem of droughts and floods
inflicting vast devastation on human lives
and property year after year points to our
continued failure in harnessing the highly
skewed, seasonal and spatial distribution of
the monsoon flows. Water professionals
have been insisting that the best available
option is to link the rivers and divert water
from surplus basins to deficit ones. Since
the Ganga - Brahmaputra - Meghna basin
covering one - third of the country’s
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geographical area holds two - thirds of our
water resources, the remaining two-third
has to be satisfied by the balance resource.

However, the Indian River Linking
Project, studied in detail for the last three
decades and recommended by many
high-powered expert committees, is yet to
be implemented. The project is estimated
to bring an area of 35 million hectares under
irrigation and generate hydropower to the
tune of 34,000 mega watts.
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
