(H$) One common mistake that many people have 

made is this : they have thought that it 

would be a very good thing if everybody had 

exactly the same amount of money, no 

matter whether they worked hard or lived 

quite idly. They forget that very few people 

would work at all if it were not for the 

money their work brings them, and that 

without work there would be no money. And 

they have imagined that if all the money in 

the country were equally divided everybody 

would be rich. Now that is a very great 

mistake, because there simply is not enough 

money to make everybody rich. If it were 

shared equally all round every one then 
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would, on the basis of the calculations made 

in 1935, receive only about < 65 a year. 

Today with a rise in the price level it might 

be < 150 a year. That may be more than you 

receive now or it may be less, but it would 

certainly not make you really rich.    

(I) The origin of the financial crisis can be 

traced from the inefficient management of 

the Indian economy in the 1980s. We know 

that for implementing various policies and 

its general administration, the government 

generates funds from various sources such 

as taxation, running of public sector 

enterprises, etc. When expenditure is more 

than income, the government borrows to 

finance the deficit from banks and also from 

people within the country and from 

international financial institutions. When 

we import goods like petroleum, we pay in 

dollars which we earn from our exports.  

 Development policies required that even 

though the revenues were very low, the 

government had to overshoot its revenue to 

meet problems like unemployment, poverty 

and population explosion.  
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(J) A number of cases are referred to this 

Department for grant of family pension to 

the eligible family members of the employees 

who have suddenly disappeared or whose 

whereabouts are not known. At present all 

such cases are considered on merits in this 

department. In the normal course unless a 

period of 7 years has elapsed since the date 

of disappearance of the employee, he cannot 

be deemed to be dead and the retirement 

benefits cannot be paid to the family. This 

principle is based on Section 108 of the 

Indian Evidence Act which provides that 

when the question is whether the man is 

alive or dead and it is proved that he has not 

been heard of for 7 years by those who would 

naturally have heard of him if he had been 

alive, the burden of proving that he is alive 

is shifted to the person who affirms it.  

(K) The discovery of the sea route to India by 

Vasco da Gama in 1498 had far-reaching 

implications for India in general and Goa in 

particular. This was followed by many 

expeditions to India by the Portuguese and 

many other Europeans. In 1510,  

Alfonso de Albuquerque captured Goa, with 

the help of some locals. In 1542, the Jesuit 

priest St. Francis Xavier arrived in Goa and 
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thus the era of evangelisation began. The 

rule of the Portuguese in Goa continued for 

about 450 years.  

 Even after India’s Independence in 1947, 

Puducherry and Goa continued to be in the 

hands of the French and the Portuguese 

respectively. The French vacated soon 

thereafter. But the Portuguese refused to 

meet the democratic aspirations of the 

people of Goa. The Government of India had 

to intervene and Goa was liberated on  

19th December, 1961. Since then, December 

19th is celebrated as the Goa Liberation Day.
