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Don’t talk to a child from a high pedestal.
Speak to him about things that interest him and
in terms he can comprehend (¥9H WHaT &).
Particularly, in commenting upon his drawings
or colouring, his efforts at carpentry, his attempts
at writing, or music that he has played or sung
for you, focus his attention upon what has been
done, not upon how well ke has done it. Anhonest
piece of work, at any level of accomplishment

(f1QUTaT), deserves honest appreciation.
Comments upon the work leave the child free to
participate in the conversation, instead of forcing

him into bashful (¥Het) and self - conscious

silence. Discussion from an equal level will help
him become natural and self assured.
