LAST WEEK, the police arrested two
teenagers, one an army personnel's son, on
the charge of stealing motorcycles in Delhi
Cantonment area.

They are the latest in a string of boys

The two teenagers were arrested on
Wednesday and four stolen motorcycles
seized from them. In the first half of this
month, the police had similarly arrested five
teenagers on the same charge. Six stolen
motorcycles were recovered from them. In
the last fortnight, six boys were arrested and
10 stolen motorcycles seized.

The police are verifying if the arrested
teenagers are part of one gang or the thefts
are not linked. "The teenagers arrested on
Wednesday said they do not know the boys
arrested earlier. But they all live close to
the Delhi Cantonment," said Deputy
Commissioner of Police (South-west).
