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(a) A study on the impact of our warming
climate has found that in 40 year’s time
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across most low-lying coastal areas of the
globe the spring season will begin for many
plants at least a month earlier than it does
now and end several weeks later. The
predictions are based on a detailed study of
plant records from Royal Botanic Garden
in Edinburgh dating from 1850, and
weather records for Edinburgh dating back
to 1775. The “botanical calendar” had
altered for scores of plants in the RBGE
collection-plants that are now flowering
earlier as average air temperature slowly but
steadily rise. The most affected plants, they

say are cherries, peach (3g) and pear

(STEMATt) . The scientists warn that an ever
earlier spring is likely to create significant
problems for plants, for birds and insects
relying on them, and for farmers.

This is the first time that
this kind of energy has reached such a
consensus. Today, renewable energy
represents 18 percent of global energy
consumption.

(c) The Railways will be able to commence
development projects only if Kerala
government acquires and hands over land,
union minister of state for Railways said.
He was talking to reporters before flagging
of the new tri-weelky day express in
Tiruvananthapuram last week. The train
would run between Kochuveli and
Mangalore.
