(a) The National Rural Employment Guarantee
Act, which non covers the whole country is
the first such intervention (T&&) anywhere
in the world where a country has
guaranteed employment for a specific
number of days to any category of citizens.
In 2007-09 the 3.4 crore rural households
were provided employment under this
programme. Out of those provided work,
55% belonged to Scheduled Tribes and
Scheduled Casts and 40% were women. |
Over 46 lakh works have been taken up
under the programme so far, out of which
30 lakh have been completed, water
conservation irrigation and land
development constitutes 83% of work in
2008-2009 contributing to agricultural

productivity.

(b) Mr. Speaker, sir, endorsing (T Fd )
the great concern on imported toys from
China containing toxic and poisonous
material, their import has been banned.
These toys may be cheap and deceptively
attractive but they have been regarded to
be harmful to the health of children, and
may also affect the adults. Earlier during
August, 2007, the Minister had made a
statement on the floor of this House when
he agreed that these toys did not meet the
starndards prescribed by the Bureau of
standards and that a study conducted by
the Indian Council of Medical Research in
2006 in Mumbai and Delhi found these toys

e to be containing high levels of harmful
chemicals. Even though studies had been
conducted and the harmful affects had been
identified earlier, the Government of India
had not decided to ban the toys imported

from China.
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On February 9, 2009, Mumbai airport
luckily escaped from a deadly accident

happening on its runway. Anybody will

shudder at the mere thought of an aircraft

of the size of A 321 (weighing 83 tonnes)
rolling at speed of 200 km an hour hitting a
helicopter. The providential ($¥R &t 1)
escape saved the Mumbai airport and
Indian aviation (FHTA) from the worst
possible safety rating,.

There are experts blaming the
exponential (37afys I | =gar gam)
growth in aircraft movements to be the cause
of such incidents. Others talk of shortage
of Air Traffic Controllers (ATC) and their
fatigue. Some think that it could be due to
pilot error. The incident has come under
public domain and everyone is keen on
knowing who has pushed our President

into potential grave danger.
